
MLA Formatting 
 
The MLA (Modern Language Association) suggests that, when creating a 
document on a computer, the writer try to maintain a series of guidelines that 
make it easier for people to read a composition without causing the style to 
distract from the content.  The following are to be used for work in this class: 

 

 

 Use only Times New Roman or Calibri, 12-point font. 

 All four margins should be set to 1 inch.  

 Align text to the left and do not justify. 

 Double space throughout. 

 Include the following four lines (double-spaced) at the top left of page 1 

only. 

o Student's whole name - Ex. Jane/John Doe 

o Teacher's name - Ex. Mr. Ahrens 

o Class/ period - Ex. Frosh Tech Per. 1 

o Date (day, month, year) - Ex. 15 August 2008 

 Create a header that states your last name and then numbers all pages 

consecutively in the upper right-hand corner. (this should appear on all 

pages except the first.) 

 Center title on the line below your personal information and begin your 

paper on the line below the title. 

 Use either underlining or italics throughout your essay for highlighting the 

titles of longer works and for providing emphasis. 

 Turn off your word processor's automatic hyperlink feature (URLs on 

your works cited page should neither be underlined nor hyperlinked). 

 Website addresses should be placed between <angle brackets> to set them 

apart from the rest of the text. 

 Print on only one side of each piece of paper.
